e The applicant must submit 2 letters of recommendation: a letter of
recommendation from a member of the Highline High faculty, and a letter of
recommendation from an adult outside of school who is not related.

If you are selected for this scholarship, you must: (1) attend the Scholarship
Reception, (2) write a thank you card (3) submit your Scholarship Financial Notice
on or before your graduation date and (4) Participate in the College Signing Day
Assembly. Failure to do these four things will disqualify you from receiving the
Scholarship.
